Teams listed first are the “home team” and will wear white jerseys. Visitors will 
wear dark jerseys. The home team will provide the game ball.

th
 grade teams will play 14 minute halves. 7th

th
-10

th
 grade teams will play 

16 minute halves. First overtime periods will be 3 minutes. Any subsequent 
overtime periods will be 1 minute. Half-time is 3 minutes barring a need for 
adjustments. 
 
Each home team must provide an adult scorekeeper to maintain the official 
book for that game. Home scorekeepers must sit at the scorer’s table. Visiting 
teams must provide the timekeepers for each game. 
 
Only coaches and team members listed on the roster are allowed to sit on the 
bench. Only 1 coach can be standing. The Head Coach is responsible for the 
conduct of the coaches, players, and team fans. Disruptive behavior will result 
in ejection from the tournament and can lead to the removal of the team.
